Ministry: 
At the invitation of MTW missionaries and national 
church leaders, Cheryl recruits and prepares teams to assist 
in foreign church-planting efforts through compassionate 
care, prayer, and evangelism. As Christ demonstrated His 
concern for physical as well as spiritual healing in Matthew 
9:35-37, MTW medical teams pray to have His eyes of com-
passion for those who are ñharassed and helplessò because 
they are without the Shepherd. One specific area of con-
cern for Cheryl are the Womenôs Heath Symposiums, 
which minister to women in areas where they are not al-
ways treated with the respect and love that the Lord desires 
for them to have. They take medical people, counselors, 
Bible Teachers and those who just want to love on women 
and spend four to five days with women in different com-
munities. 
 

MTW cannot fulfill 
this need without the help of the medical community.
